CONSULTATION AND INFORMATION

The club consults supporters on a regular basis through forums and via the official website.

The club publicises its position on major policy issues in the club programme and web site – www.blackpoolfc.co.uk
The club has and continues to develop ways to consult with shareholders, sponsors, the local authority and other interested parties.

The club gives the earliest possible notice of any changes to its ticketing policy and the reasons for the changes.

The club undertakes research on the design and number of new strips.

TICKETING

Pricing:

The club continues to strive for wider access to matches by offering a broad range of ticket prices.

The club operates a scheme to enable supporters to pay for season tickets by 6 monthly instalments starting in June each year. A specific rate of discount is allowed currently 17.5%. NO interest is charged for this facility.

Allocation:

At least 5% of tickets to each game will be made available to non-season ticket holders.

Concessions:

Concessionary prices are available to junior supporters under the age of 18 – at the start of the relevant season.

7 AND UNDER (by the start of the season) can obtain a FREE season Ticket when accompanied by a full paying Adult/Senior citizen. 

Concessions are available to senior citizens that are age 60+ at the start of the relevant season.

The club provides: an area of the ground for the exclusive use of family groups and junior supporters.

Support for disabled spectators and their carers: Chris Beveridge can be contacted on 01253 342755 for details of our disabled facilities and ticket allocation.

The club considers there are no severely restricted view seats that qualify for discounted prices.

Away Matches:

The clubs supporters are allocated tickets for away matches as follows:

Where ticket allocation by the home club is restricted, season ticket holders will have the first opportunity to purchase tickets, agents supporting the clubs lottery scheme will have the second opportunity of purchasing tickets and any remaining tickets will go on open sale. The home club determines the cost of these tickets.

Cup Competitions:

Tickets for Cup Competitions are priced dependent on opposition, date of fixture and competition. Season ticket holders will have the opportunity to purchase their own seat numbers until a pre – advertised deadline day – after that those seats will be released to general sale.

Refunds / Returns:

The club’s policy on the return and distribution of unwanted tickets is as follows:

Unwanted tickets returned 24hrs prior to kick off of any match will receive a full refund – no other refunds will be considered what so ever. Any returned tickets are immediately put on open sale, subject to restrictions of a police enforced all ticket game, when NO sales on the day can be made.

ACCOMODATING AWAY SUPPORTERS

The club abides by Football League regulations governing the allocation of tickets to visiting clubs.

The club does not charge admission prices to supporters of a visiting club, which are higher than those charged to our own supporters for comparable accommodation. In particular our concessionary rates offered to senior citizens and junior supporters of a visiting club.

MERCHANDISE

The club endeavours to ensure that all replica strip designs shall have a minimum life span of two seasons, with the exception of a 3rd strip that will be issued on the 2nd year of a contract and may only have a life span of 1year.

Details of the next intended change of kits are available from the club shop.

The club carries out its obligations under Football League regulations to prevent price fixing in relation to the sale of replica strip.

The club offers refunds on merchandise in accordance with its legal obligations.

COMMUNITY ACTIVITIES

The club operates a “Football in the Community” programme, which in turn organises a varied programme of activities aimed at all sectors of the community.
